The exhibit depicts the market's first hun-
dred years, including its founding and development,
its farmers and shoppers, and the citizen initiativ e
that saved it from urban renewal in the 1970s.

Focusing on the relationship of the market
with City government and its citizens, the exhibit
incorporates documents and audio material not

used in previous narratives of the market. In one of
the first annual reports by the market inspector, h e
reported, “Compliments of the highest order have

been paid the Public Market in general by visitors to

the City from the East.” (Public Market Annual Report,
December 1909, Health Department Annual Reports 180 2-
G6, Seattle Municipal Archives )
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Privatization of the market, disputes among
farmers, and the debate surrounding its rehabilita -
tion are addressed in the exhibit. Audio material
from City Council hearings on
the Pike Plaza Urban Renewal
Project are presented, giving
listeners an idea of the issues
and heated arguments sur-
rounding the rehabilitation
ideas relating to the Market.

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Among the towns annexed to Seattle in
1907 was Columbia City. Common to many
small, growing towns was the struggle for an af-
fordable and reliable water supply. In his 1907
annual message, W.W. Phalen, the Mayor of the
City of Columbia, writes: “My attention has been
called to the existing conditions in our water sys-
tem of Columbia, in which we find a great
amount of water going to waste on account of the
leaky condition of the pipes and our reservoir.”

The vote on annexation on March 5,
1907, was 109 to 3 in favor of annexation. The
City of Columbia became part of the 12th Ward
in the City.

W.W. Phalen was mayor of
Columbia City in 1905 and
1907. This picture was
taken in Sioux Falls, South
Dakota, in about 1895. In
addition to serving as
mayor, Phalen also ran a
successful grocery busi-
ness in Columbia City.

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The Municipal Archives received a Wash-
ington State Preservation grant for an audio pres-
ervation project entitled "Right and Resolute Ac-
tion: Preserving Audio Documenting Seattle's Pub-
lic and Civic Discourse.”
